On behalf of the UK Fuel & Power Industry, JRC analyses proposals for

wind turbine sites in order to assess their potential to cause

interference to radio systems operated by the gas and electricity

utility companies in support of their regulatory operational

requirements.

As a consequence, the JRC at this time objects to the proposed wind farm
on behalf of EON and itself.

However, recognising that development of wind power is a UK Government
priority, and that many JRC member companies themselves are wind farm
developers, JRC is willing to co-operate in investigating whether there

are ways in which its objections may be mitigated. Essentially, this is

a two stage process:

1. Detailed Coordination. The protection criteria determined for radio
systems are those appropriate for the service, in accordance with Ofcom
guidelines and other published research for similar services and
spectrum use, as well as the gas and electricity utilities'

requirements, copies of JRC procedures and criteria can be found at
<http://www.jrc.co.uk/windfarms/>. The detailed coordination will be
undertaken for a fee, which will be determined once the location and
dimension of the wind turbines are confirmed. This fee is payable
whether or not the detailed coordination is successful.

This stage provides an assessment of whether there is likely to be any
significant interference to the scanning telemetry service. If the
calculations do reveal a low probability of interference based on the
design of the project at that stage, the objection may be withdrawn,
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although JRC would need to be advised of any changes to the design as
they may impact on the assessment and change our position.

2. If the proposal fails the initial detailed co-ordination, or it is

obvious from the outset that it will fail, JRC is willing to undertake a
full impact assessment and investigate mitigation options. JRC now has
substantial experience of undertaking communication system impact
assessments and mitigation work for wind farm developers. We will
provide a quotation for any work prior to commencement, and would expect
to undertake the assignment in stages to enable the options to be
reviewed in order to proactively manage the cost. Whilst JRC cannot
guarantee to be able to identify cost effective alternatives in every

case, our experience to date is that solutions can often be found which
are acceptable to all parties.
